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OPTION A

• Club uniform shorts and 
jersey

• Long club socks

OPTION B

• Club uniform shorts and top

• Long sleeve skins / top underneath top – 
can be all black or club approved colour

• Full length skins leggings under shorts in all 
black or club approved colour

OPTION C

• Long sleeve jersey

• Full length skins leggings under shorts 
in all black or club approved colour

• Head covering in all black or club 
approved colour 

Players must not wear anything that is 
dangerous to themselves or another 
competitor. This includes no jewellery and 
no sharp pins on head coverings (hijabs).

• If the head covering needs to be 
fastened, clips and non-sharp pins are 
to be used.

• Head covering must be all black or club 
colours. 

• Head covering must not be attached to 
the shirt. 

This uniform guideline aims to show the different options for girls and women to participate in AFL in Western Australia. 

Additional information:

• Additional clothing options are for cultural / religious modifications only. 
• Extra clothing must be the same colour approved by the club. 
• Extra clothing must be worn under existing team uniform.
